2. If this is not 2hr 42 min long, go to this web page and go down to the heading March 29, 2017.   Just below that heading is a video almost 3 hours long.  You need not evaluate any assertions made on the web page. It is being used to assure access to a complete hearing.
3. Turn up your volume and listen as follows.
4. Note that the March 2017 witness panel is EXTREMELY biased, so as to assure that the non-mainstream concensus can be heard.   “The witness panel does not really represent the vast majority of climate scientists.”   For an accurate representation of the science, one can “Visualize 96 more climate scientists that agree with the mainstream consensus. […] For a balanced panel we’d need 96 more Dr. Manns.”

5. Dr. Pielke speaks beginning at 2hr 41min 47sec.  

6. Judith Curry speaks beginning at 34min 13sec for about 5 minutes.

7. Dr. John Christy speaks beginning at 39min  and ending at 43min 53sec. He comments on the nature of science and shows a claim, common to climate models, that the bulk atmosphere in the last 38 years should show considerable atmospheric warming due to extra greenhouse gasses - especially in the outlying tropical section.  A testable claim.  He then shows the average (consensus) temperature progression, from 32 model groups, predicted recently for that tropical section over those years.  However, by also showing averages from 4 Ballon  datasets (green), 3 Satellite datasets(blue), and 3 Reanalyses (purple) he shows that the Mid-Tropospheric warming hypothesized and claimed by climate models to have already occurred - has not happened. "Mother Nature can cause such temperature trends on her own…"
8. Dr. Mann speaks beginning at 43min 57sec. and ending at 49min 32sec     He reiterates how total the consensus is,  except for a "Tiny minority".
9. Dr. Pielke speaks from 49min 31sec to 54min 14sec

10. Judith Curry speaks at 54 min 25sec. for a minute about important factors our climate models still do not consider.

12. Ph. D. in Physics and "Gentleman from Illinois" Mr. Foster speaks from 2 hours 22min 50sec to 2 hours 29min.  This segment seems perhaps the most interesting.
