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Sarkozy of France gives the lastest New World Order speech. Sarkozy calls for UN-led "new world order" 
The United Nations should avail itself as an instrument for a "new world order of the 21st century," French President Nicolas Sarkozy said Tuesday in his first address to the General Assembly. 

Sarkozy, who won the presidency this year on a strong reform platform to modernize France, urged the world body to embark on programmes ranging from equal wealth distribution to fighting corruption in his speech full of references to France's past revolutionary ideals. 

"In the name of France, I call upon all states to join ranks in order to found the new world order of the 21st century on the notion that the common goods that belong to all of humankind must be the common responsibility for us all," he told the General Assembly. 

The UN should ensure access for all human beings to vital resources, such as water, energy, food, medication and knowledge, he said. He called for "more morality" in "financial capitalism" and a fairer distribution of profits, earnings in commodities, raw materials and new technologies. 

"There must be a change of mindset and behaviour," Sarkozy said in a long list of demands to the international community.

'The Federal Reserve is a private, monopolistic banking cartel.' Writes this unknown person. 'The IRS is unconstitutional . Income taxes are unconstitutional: there is no law that says you have to pay income taxes.'

The magic pyramid [Egypt wants to copywrite the pyramids, heh] is turned into a Star of David by this person and the letters A-S-N-O-M are circled. On the front of the bill, this person circled the 'legal tender' part and wrote, 'Made out of thin air!' The three tiny owls beloved of the Bohemian Club crew and the Illuminati types are also circled. 



There are a number of websites that talk about the New World Order. The DARPA people in our government who do research on human control and systems for running an empire like to use all sorts of creepy symbols and signs such as the magic pyramids, eyes spying on people, black cats hissing in front of two towers, etc. The US high command uses badges that show a pyramid's eye glaring down upon the Holy Land from outer space, for example. The dollar bill is a magical instrument scattered with icons and signs that support the New World Order's psychic and magical plans. People prefer to think that the people who do all these things to us, who control our finances, are not insane or practicing black magic but money has always had a direct connection with black magic and death. From the earliest times when wealth was found in the ground in the form of copper, silver and gold, ancient people connected this with the Underworld and the Gods of Death.

Many Americans are quite trusting and in school, nothing is ever said about any of this. Good Christian folk merrily carry around these black magic papers and secretly lust for more. The insidiousness of it all would be rather amusing if it weren't so deadly.

Most people think dollars were always dollars. But this is false. I have a good collection of many old paper certificates...for they are all called 'certificates', not 'money'. And each of these papers, whether in Japanese, Chinese, Spanish, French or English, make promises. The US was worried back in the beginning about defrauding people with paper money and so they came up with the idea of connecting it to gold or silver. These early dollars spelled this out. I have selected several examples below to illustrate how they did this.



These are two siliver certificates, the top one from 1923 and the bottom one from 1899. The top one was when we had the Federal Reserve but the bottom one was issued before that. Both are signed by Frank White, Treasury Secretary. Both the pre-Fed Reserve and the post-Fed Reserve dollars were issued by the Treasury in Washington, DC, not at any of the regional Federal Reserve banks. Neither is there even the slightest sign of any magical instruments and Masonic or Illuminati eyes, owls, pyramids or other occult black magic insignias. It is pretty straight forwards. 



The 1928 gold certificate at the top, the $10 one, was issued right before the Great Depression. It was not honored by the government, incidentally. It clearly says it can be redeemed from the TREASURY, not at a bank, but at the government's window in DC. But it was issued by the Bank of New York in the Federal Reserve! 



I clipped off the parts of the dollars that describe what they really are. the earliest ones all say that either silver or gold was deposited at the US Treasury, not at any 'Reserves' and these certificates were in lieu of handing out the actual metals. But one could ask for the metals if one wished. After 1919, the word 'certificate' which appeared in all earlier dollars vanished and became 'note'. 



This 1928 $2 note is not 'Federal Reserve' but is called a 'United States Note'. But it is very definitely NOT a 'certificate' like the gold certificate from the same year. It can be used as 'legal tender at its face value for all DEBTS public and private.' Whereas the gold certificate says 'Redeemable in GOLD ON DEMAND at the United States Treasury or GOLD or lawful money at any Federal Reserve Bank'. Bit by bit, the dollar has changed in many ways, all for the worse, over the last century. Even as people assumed that all dollars were the same, money was printed up with quite different words back then. Why did they have 'gold certificates' and 'silver certificates' all with the same face 'value' while there were even other paper money pieces floating around that were mere 'notes'? 

Back then, the value of gold and silver were constrained and controlled by the Treasury. As gold and silver miners discovered new supplies, the government would buy up much of this and hold it and issue certificates. They didn't want wild inflation and crashes from the vacillations of supplies of rare metals. Consistency was the name of the game and it was always threatened by various forces. One problem with all this was, money couldn't be made out of thin air. So with the Federal Reserve, they began to sneak this concept into the money stream, paper by paper. They figured, people wouldn't notice the changes in the writing. 


Only people did notice! The gold certificate we had was bequeathed to my husband via a grandfather who was sufficiently angry about the government refusing to honor this certificate back in 1933, he kept it and passed it onto his grandson with the warning, the government will steal from you if they must. Paper money is really a contract and like all contracts, the words used, the symbols used, matter, they are carefully chosen and the message of this parade of dollars here is clear: it is a rip-off of great proportions.


The concept of debt being money is very strong now and reinforced via all our currency that is paper. These Federal Reserve NOTES very carefully state that they are for paying off debts. The Federal Reserve also issues or rather, sells BONDS which we read about in the news. These bonds are then bid on by various parties who then hold them for specified periods. Foreign powers and alien banks often buy these bonds. These things have interest rates attached unlike the notes we get to hold from the government. We can use our notes for debt payment to buy bonds that pay interest but the Fed meddles with this by issuing so many bonds, they lose value because there are fewer bidders for them if there are lots and lots of bonds being offered. And this year, the Fed has been quite frantic to issue as many bonds as possible while keeping the rates paid for this money as low as possible. 


The mystical nature of all this is quite astonishing. I would suggest, they have mystified it all for a purpose. It is quite complex due to everything being shifting sands as all things are relative to all other things and the notes issued represent bonds that are held by various parties and these are all based on debts being handed out or paid off or not paid off. We can see clearly how this nexus can collapse when debtors promising to pay money into the system, fail. When banks issue bonds based on businesses or people paying off loans, the bidders have vanished or only bid on the core bonds issued by the Central Banks themselves rather than on bonds issued by other parties or banks. We are in the middle of a classic collapse due to a lack in faith in the notes issued based on future debt payments. The paper money system is losing value rapidly. This is why we keep seeing in the news, 'The dollar declined today due to a drop in the US housing market Housing-and-China-Policy Sep-07 [image: image7.png]

These notes are based on the value of the assets upon which debts have been placed. The loans issued by the banks are the notes issued by the Federal Reserve. The monetarist system set up in the last 50 years has depended upon the housing markets and the business ventures rather than gold or silver as its basis. And when these things drop like a rock while gold and silver shoot up in relation to these notes, we talk about 'stagflation.' 


But what we are seeing is the devaluation of these notes! If a $300,000 house were divided by say, $800 an once of gold, it would be worth 375 oz of gold today. Whereas, just 5 years ago, it was worth 1,200 oz of gold when gold was only $250 an oz! This is a huge drop in the value of the property! The loan is worth much less than 5 years earlier. If we had gold certificates, there would be outrage if someone were asked to pay for a house using these at face value! But the government doesn't balance the value of gold with the value of a house. 


This is why deflation can creep up on us on cat's paws. All valuable assets requiring loans to purchase, fall in value. All necessities that we buy using our notes, rise in price. All forms of wealth that represented money before the fiat notes, rise in value while the value of the notes collapse. This is a bad thing, all around. On top of this, the value of our notes is falling against most of our trade partners. And this is going to cause global problems for the New World Order that Sarkozy wants for us all.



National Debt Grows $1 Million a Minute
Every American Owes Nearly $30,000 As Their Share of Soaring Government Debt
Even if you've escaped the recent housing and credit crunches and are coping with rising fuel prices, you may still be headed for economic misery, along with the rest of the country. That's because the government is fast straining resources needed to meet interest payments on the national debt, which stands at a mind-numbing $9.13 trillion.

The national debt the total accumulation of annual budget deficits is up from $5.7 trillion when President Bush took office in January 2001 and it will top $10 trillion sometime right before or right after he leaves in January 2009. 

That's $10,000,000,000,000.00, or one digit more than an odometer-style "national debt clock" near New York's Times Square can handle. When the privately owned automated clock was activated in 1989, the national debt was $2.7 trillion.


Want to know why our entire banking system is collapsing? It is very simple: the government needs super-cheap loans no matter what. It also needs inflation. So they lie about inflation while creating more and more debts and more and more money and then turn around and overspend like mad. Which creates more debts. And this process is like a cancer. The cancer cells are IOUs and the cure is higher interest rates. But instead of this, all the actors in this tragic mess are struggling to pull every possible trick to lower interest rates. Savings have collapsed and no banking system can run on no savings, this is always fatal. But instead of facing up to this, we have spent more and more in the red, no matter what. Watch politics and price-earnings ratios 
The election aside, perhaps the key question for markets is whether the profitability of the corporate sector can be sustained. In America, profits are running at around a 40-year high as a proportion of GDP. Some people, such as Andrew Smithers, an independent strategist, argue that they are doomed to return to the mean. But others argue that profits can be sustained because of the effects of globalisation: the emergence of China and India has shifted the balance of power in favour of capital and against labour. 

The question is important because of the measure that investors rely on to assess market valuations: the price-earnings ratio. Optimists argue that, on the basis of forecast profits, shares look cheap by historical standards. But the pessimists say this is because profits are cyclically high; use a smoothed average of profits and valuations are as high as they were before the crash of 1929.

American corporate profits may come under pressure if, as expected, the economy slows under the influence of the turmoil in the housing market. And equities may also lose one source of support if the credit crunch that started in the summer of 2007 lessens the ability of private-equity groups to launch takeovers and also makes it harder for companies to buy back their own shares.

However, as the year rolls on investors may start looking to an economic rebound in 2009, especially if the Federal Reserve continues the cycle of interest-rate cuts that began in September 2007.


OK: what are profits in a capitalist system? If everyone has to sell at a discount, there are few places to profit! But of course, this was solved by everyone trying to sell things on credit. I read, the other day, a typical story about how people are conned into going deeper in to debt. I have gotten offers from my own car dealer telling me, I can take in my car and exchange it for a new car and they will pay 'full value' for my old car which is still rather new, relatively speaking. 


Generally, I drive a car for at least 100,000 miles. Usually, up to 200,000 miles. This is for economic reasons. I save money this way. My car has only 30,000 miles and is no where near to being turned in for any reason at all. I won't be making a profit, driving it, for at least another 2 years! The trick here is, the dealers want me to trade a car that is half-paid off, for one that will put me behind even further in debt. So instead of driving a 'free and clear' car in 2 years, I will be deep in debt for another 5 or even 7 years! People who fall for this garbage end up in deeper and deeper debt if they do this every 2 years! A $8000 car morphs into a $40,000 debt! 


The concept of rolling over debt constantly while INCREASING IT is epidemic to our culture. Indeed, our government is very much guilty of this! Our stupid war to steal oil has turned into a fiasco that is costing us more than the Vietnam War and that war destroyed our currency. 



Fed Increases Lending to Banks
United States banks on average borrowed $4.83 billion a day directly from the Federal Reserve in the week ended Dec. 26, up from $4.62 billion a day the previous week, Fed data released Thursday showed. 

Discount window borrowing totaled $4.54 billion on Wednesday, compared with $4.77 billion a week earlier, according to the Fed.

In addition, the Fed said that banks in the New York area received $16.49 billion of the $20 billion in 28-day loans awarded in its first auction from its Term Auction Facility, which was established this month to ease the global credit squeeze.

Banks in the Dallas Fed district were awarded the second-highest amount, $1.4 billion, from the auction of 28-day loans, which was held Dec. 17, the Fed said.


ARGH. Instead of attracting savers, our stupid bankers are running to the Federal Reserve's brand new 'Term Auction Facility' which is exactly like those pathetic car buyers turning in a car they still owe money on for one that will put themselves deeper into debt! These 'discounts' are CHEATS. The Federal Reserve, instead of telling bankers to raise the rates they offer for CDs and bonds, is cheerfully UNDERCUTTING this by giving banks 'free' money that is rated below the amount any sane saver is willing to settle for. Top economist says America could plunge into recession
Robert Shiller, Professor of Economics at Yale University, predicted that there was a very real possibility that the US would be plunged into a Japan-style slump, with house prices declining for years. 

Professor Shiller, co-founder of the respected S&P Case/Shiller house-price index, said: “American real estate values have already lost around $1 trillion [£503 billion]. That could easily increase threefold over the next few years. This is a much bigger issue than sub-prime. We are talking trillions of dollars’ worth of losses.”


Compared to the value of gold, US property values have already dropped by over half and this is before the fall in value of these paper notes! The value of property versus the value of oil, ditto. If we were to sell the houses to pay for oil, they would fetch a lot less oil today than 5 years ago. I also warned everyone that Japan was exporting a lot of inflation and they were and are still, directly responsible for a flood of debts that have been foisted on us, this easy money has allowed the US government to go deep into debt, the Japanese bought up nearly $700 billion of this debt and a trillion in US excess dollars. 


The trillions in US notes and US bonds that Asia holds are astonishing, troubling and the the Federal Reserve should be freaking out over this, not making it worse. But we buy from Asia and the oil exporters so we must pour out a flood of notes, all of them backed by debts which we are already, failing to repay or even keep up with the interest due on these future obligations we can't afford.

He fell for it with near-tragic results. 



Euro gains on dollar in official reserves
The euro has fast gained ground against the dollar in international official foreign exchange reserves in recent months, according to official statistics highlighting the nine-year-old currency’s growing global importance. 

Reflecting its increasing strength on foreign exchange markets, the euro’s share of known foreign exchange holdings rose to 26.4 per cent in the third quarter of this year, the International Monetary Fund reported late on Friday. That was up from 25.5 per cent in the previous three months and from 24.4 per cent in the third quarter of 2006.

The dollar’s share of known official foreign reserves, calculated in dollar terms, fell to 63.8 per cent in the third quarter, down from 66.5 per cent in the same three months of 2006.


As the Federal Reserves conspires with our grossly-overspending government and our bankers who can't attract savers, we see the desire to hold dollars is now beginning to drop. Or worse, the flood of funny money in the world means the Sovereign Wealth Fund nations now are getting so much money from Europe, it is even more than the flood of money from the US. What matters here is relative value. The dollar is dropping against the euro plus there are more euros flowing out of Europe to Japan, China, Russia and the Middle East and they are holding these in order to make the euro stronger so the trade will be more and more imbalanced. And then the euro will eventually plunge in value just like the dollar but only after deindustrializing Europe as well as Europe forced to sell off most of its systems to these SWF nations. Investors stunned by ECB’s €350bn
Short-term market interest rates in the eurozone plunged at their fastest rate for more than a decade on Tuesday after the European Central Bank stunned investors by pumping a record €348.6bn worth of funds into the markets. 

The size of the injection – which was intended to calm the markets over the critical year-end period – was twice as big as the ECB had indicated would have been needed in normal circumstances.

The bank said some 390 private sector banks in the eurozone had requested funds, which have been offered for two weeks at 4.21 per cent, well below the previous prevailing market rate.

“The sheer magnitude of the operation caught the market off guard,” said Win Thin, Brown Brothers Harriman’s senior currency strategist, who said there was talk that banks from the US and UK might have taken funds at lower rates than they could secure from their own markets.


Europe is sliding down the same slope as the US. The global banking crisis is not done, not even slightly. It hasn't turned into a 1930-style rout only because the Sovereign Wealth nations are propping up the system from the outside while inside, the people who created this mess are trying to clean it up by killing inflation and this means, doing what Japan is doing which is to suppress worker's wages. But then, as we saw above, the corporations won't make bigger profits if the customer base is seeing their wages reduced! A classic horns of dilemma problem. 


Normally, all these unhappy banks would be forced by savers and investors to raise interest rates. But this will cause all the ARMs to reset much higher and the overspending governments to pay more in interest on all the loans they are issuing endlessly and this will stop the wild military spending but then, the point for everyone is to spend like fiends and not pay back even next Thursday. Instead, they intend to pay back a century from now or even later. 
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
