that which is simultaneously a whole in one context and a part in another. -- Coined by Arthur Koestler
enveloping nests of increasing embrace; development that is envelopment; a holon transcends but includes its immediately lower level holon; a holon has emergent properties not evident in its immediately lower holon; an individual holon subsumes and contains its predecessors; 

holon, subsumptive
a level n holon

a level n holon which is 1) an aggregate
  of same-holarchy holons of level n-1or 2) an aggregate
 of non-collective holons (UL or UR) holons also of level n.

prokaryote
UR3; a unicellular organism whose cell has cytoplasm (tissue) and a membrane to contain it, but lacks a membrane-bound nucleus.  A prokaryote reproduces by fission. Bacteria are the prime example but also included are blue-green algae and actinomycetes and mycoplasma.

eukaryote
UR4; an organism, as any plant or animal, made up of cells that divide by mitosis;  an organism with `good' or membrane-bound nuclei in its cells.  Each cell of a eukaryote has internal structures to transport nutrients and wastes, while a prokaryote relies on diffusion.
