Carl, in your 8 yrs as prosecutor approx.(Jan. 1966 to the end of 1974)  how many cases were you involved in?  How much preparation did it take for you to be prepared to try a case?  How much homework etc…   I assume you couldn’t just walk in and wing a case without some study.

I started in Jan. 66' in police court, then, in a year or so, was elevated to felony court and shortly became the supervisor of prosecutors in one of the Criminal Courts, a position I held until the changing of the guard at the end of 1974, when the Indianapolis Star, a "conservative" newspaper conducted a 9 month long campaign to get rid of Prosecutor Pearcy, because he would not do the editor's bidding any more, thus electing a way out Democrat, who lasted one term and disappeared, probably into D C.  As supervisor, I could pick the cases I wanted to personally prosecute.  
Harvey was a looser, which I took on before I was supervisor, as I recall.   I had basically three homicide detectives on the Harvey case, two of which were black.  One of them, Harry Dunn, had been a prize fighter and was held in high esteem in the black community, so he could get great cooperation.  In that part of town, the citizens would tell Harry, what he needed to know to solve crimes.  Harvey had killed a retired inspector of detectives on IPD, outside the Marrott Hotel on Meridian Street.  The case was a looser, but with the help of Tom Berry, the local Prosecutor in Monroe County (Bloomington) where the case was venued, we got a conviction and sent him to the Penitentiary for two years, before it was turned around on appeal.  After he got out, he showed up in the Prosecutor's office to see me and tell me he was going to write a book, which I doubt he ever did.  After I left the Prosecutor's office, periodically I would run into Harry in the City-County building and would ask him what was going on with Harvey.  As the years went by, on one such occasion, Harry told me he had killed another person and had beat the charge.  A few years later, on seeing Harry, he told me Harvey had stabbed some guy in a bar and put him in intensive care for several weeks.  However, the guy healed up and later found Harvey and killed him.  I don't know, if it was true or not, but I was told, that Harvey had been in Vietnam serving along with the son of Stark, of Stark and Wetzel, Meat Company.  Harry said, that when ever Harvey would get in trouble, he would run home to mama.  Harry was quit a great detective.
