I think I remember somebody, maybe my mom, saying that daddy went out and watered the chicken house with a hose while the barn burned -- to keep it from catching fire.
That would suggest that by the time the barn burned my family had moved out of the big house where, I think, Ann was born (1935) and into the white Dutch Colonial "cottage".    
My genealogy program has this:

".....A Mr. Wilde built a home on College Avenue north of Indianapolis in the 1920s for $135,000. 
Adele & CWC bought it for $35,000 in 1932 or 1933. 
The home (minus the 'cottage' on 2 of the 40 acres where son JRC & family were to live) was sold by Adele for $26,000 on 19 July 1941 to Dr. Russell Anthas Sage." 
We 3 boys were just under 3 years old then.

First, consider  Croquet 1.jpg, Croquet 3.jpg, Croquet 3.jpg.  These are undated but in Ann’s album right next to some party ones of July 20, 1941.    I suspect all 3 of these are looking across the baseball diamond and west past the end of Sage’s garage, with Croquet 1.jpg giving a view farthest to the right.  This makes it look kinda like there isn’t even the tack room there.  Did the tack room or the little barn survive burn down too?

19410720 Party
There is a black shaggy dog in a couple of the pictures.  And those big round “bicycle wheels seem to actually be 2 - 3 white lawn chairs with wheel-armrests.  Still nothing I see to indicate there is a barn to the right. 

And to round this batch out, here is a picture of the old chicken house.  I put a second image at the right of (I guess) me at the right and in front of the garage.
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I’m guessing that the garage was remodeled some, adding doors with glass windows, and that when the chicken house was torn down, the building with the little chimney became my workshop.  Anybody know?
The old barn had main upper door which slid apart on tracks to open.  At its left end it had one small window high up at the apex.  It was probably built in the 1920s.  The date it burned down is shown in the chronology below.

The new barn had main upper doors which swung outwards to open. There were twelve small window panes at the top of each door. The left end of the barn had a door about 4 feet square which swung (out, if I recall) onto the barnyard and was a bit dangerous.   Ann: “I have vivid memories of the barn burning, but no particular memories of the rebuilding.”  This barn was probably destroyed by demolition.
Chronology prepared fall 2013.
	1920s
	Mr. Wilde built a home on 40 acres on College Avenue north of Indianapolis in the 1920s for $135,000.

	1932 or 1933
	Adele & CWC bought it for $35,000 in 1932 or 1933. 

	November 1938 probably
	Jim and Louise Chase move out of their parent’s house across into the Dutch Colonial Cottage  a(instead of to William’s Creek!).

	1940 or Spring 1941?
	Adele & Charles W. Chase moved to Chicago.  There is an extensive series of pictures of the Wilde-Chase-Sage home, interior and exterior, which Ann thinks were taken shortly before they moved.  Probably spring 1941.

	Date of the Barn fire
	Rusty:  "I just don't remember the barn burning.” Fred: “I think I remember somebody, maybe my mom, saying that daddy went out and watered the chicken house with a hose while the barn burned -- to keep it from catching fire.”  See picture of chicken house.  Ann: "I don't remember Gran or Granddad being part of the barn-burning picture.  Perhaps the fire occurred after the Sages bought the property but before they moved in?   Of course, my memories are those of a small child..."   Ann: "I remember it burned for 2 days and Mom was frantic about all the strangers who flocked to see the fire and wandered all over both properties.  She was sure they were up to no good." Fred: “Is that a direct recollection?  I.e., did you actually see the flames, etc  or are you recalling the telling by an elder of what happened?”  Ann: “No question about it. I viewed the fire personally. Very clear memories. It went on and on. Also clearly remember Mom's comments.”  “You [Freddy] and Rusty would have been 3-4 years old when the barn burned and I would have been 6-7.”
