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BEFORE installing your TRAVIS
1o your bike:

A. Spin the front wheel of your bike while hold-
‘off the ground. Make sure it runs true, and
if it is out of fine, have it straightened before
installing the motor.

B. Check the front fork and bent make *
sure it i olignment before proceeding.

D. 1f your bike has “dress-up” rods from the
front axle 1o the hondle bars, remove them.

E. When this engine was shipped 10 you, the
Release Lever was in the “Down'” posiion (Fig.
position, and thot both

F. Moke o mark on front fender ot front of
bearing housing (Fig. 2.). Turn your bike upside-
down, letting e soddle ond handle
bars.

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Installation Instructions (cont)
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In the envelope marked “SPACING GAUGE
you will find  spacer about 3/16" thick. Ploce
this on the front fie just under the drive stone of
the engine (Fig. 6).

Reloase the tension of all Mounting Clamps by
loosening the screws, and allow the engine fo
rest lightly on the Spacing Gouge. Stand in:.
front of the unit and, if necessary, adiust the
engine so that tis parallel fo the ground, from
left fo right, and 5o that the front fender ond
the entire engine are in line with the wheel
and fork (Fig. 6).

‘While holding the engine in this posi
up on all mounting clomps o il ot o
each sufficienly to set firmly. This will secure
your engine fo your bike without the neces.
sity of drlling any holes, ond ot the some fime
permit easy removol of the unit if and when
service is required. Then remove Spacing
Gaug

STEP V—Mounting the Throtile Control: Re.
move the handle bor grip, if any, from the
tight handle bor and proceed according fo
structions contained inside grip. The Control
Cable is already adjusted for correct opero-
tion. IF you find the Control Cable 100 long
and therefore in the woy, it can be shortened
by dis-ossembling, cutting the same amount
off handle bar end of both cable and coble-
housing, and re-assembling.

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STEP I—Remove the front wheel ond front
fender. Cut of the fender where marked with
tin snips or hocksaw ond re-ottach the fender
it s screw.

STEP I1—Slip the engine unit down, cylinder
foremost, o that two Mounting Clomps fit
cround cach side of the fork (Fig. 3). Let the
engine down gradully uniltis down as for as
it will go without forcing it

STEP I11—Tighten all four Mounting Clomp
screws 1o @ snug position. (I the fork of your
the flat steel type rather than the fubu-
oval-shaped, use the “Mounting Clamp.
Shims" which are included.) Place one of
these crescent-shaped shims on each side of
the fork, round side out, so tha there are fwo
shims under each Mounting Clomp (Fig. 4).

STEP IV—Reploce the wheel and fender brack-
. Line the wheel up properly and fighten i
Turn the bike right-side-up and you are ready
1o adjust the engine fo the proper height for
‘your particular bike. Pull up on the front fend
lifing the engine to the “Up" position (Fig.5).

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FUEL: One-half pint of No. 30 Motor Oil (do not use
o detergent o] must be mixed with each gallon
of gosoline. (Low grade, or white gasoline is pre-
ferred). DO NOT use ethyl! Oil and gasoline should
be mixed in o seporate CLEAN container, and the
gos tank filled from this container. If the engine
s 1o be operated of prolonged high speeds, %
pint of oil should be added to each gallon of gaso-
line. There is an oir hole in the gos fank cop 3o it
is necessary to keep your bike in o more or
wpright position AT ALLTIMES. If you lay your
down on ifs side when not in use, gas will leak out
of this i hole.

THROTILE CONTROL: The thrafile control does TWO
obs. First, by turning the Grip to the right you speed
p the engine, and by turning it 1o the left the speed is
‘decreased. By turning the Grip HARD left @ compres-
sion-release valve is opened permiing the engine fo
be casily started and smoothly stopped.
have Grip HARD left whenever starfing, then turn it
shorply RIGHT when ready to storf engine.

STARTING ENGINE: Open the Shut-offvalve, located
ust below the Gas Tork, oll the woy. Pull up the
RotchetRelease Lever with righthond, ond o he same.
time press front fendier down with left hand os far as
il go. (The Dyno-Grip stone wilseek ts own level
fromthen on.) Move Choke Lever 1o Choke " pos
o forward, a3 for as it will go. T the control grip
eft HARD, releasing the Compression ond stort ped-
aling. As s00n o3 you aftain o speed suffcient for
‘good balance turn Grip sharply 1o the ight, and the
stor runving. As it starls up, arodually
litis fully closed. (Choking
e or over-choking o cold ane moy result
in Booding. If this occurs, continve pedaling with
choke lever "off" until engine sorts. In severe cases
of fooding, shut-off valve should be closed and bike
fors,then turn on valve.)

In stopping, the Grip should bs turned HARD lefr,
releasing the Compression fo KILL the engine ond
permitiing perfectly smooth stops. When re-stort.
ing. just push down on the pedals once or twic
turn the Grip sharply 1o the right, ‘and you ore
under way. (Choking is NOT necessary ofter en-
ine hos become warm.) 4

SPARK ADJUSTMENT: (Fig. 8) With the top Timer
Cover bracket o top center the spark i in the “nor-
2 n. By tuming the entire timer cover so

mal” pos
tha the top brocket moves rearward, the spark is
retarded, giving more power on hills, and smoother
running of low speeds. By turning the opposite woy
the spark s advanced, giving mare 1op speed. “Nor-
mal" should be maintained o mostrunning,

MUFFLER: The end of muffler can be
squeezed together with pliers 5o ot fo reduce noise.
(The less noise - . . the less power.)
