Wooden Frame Motor Car (Rusty's)
This car had a rectangular wooden frame, built out of 2 by 6es or something.  The front wheels, with hard rubber, not inflatable, tires were attached to the frame via standard iron plumbing pipe parts! Gary, Indiana (Fred) summer, 1951 to Feb, 1953
We built a new home at 220 West 44th Avenue. It was on the front lawn of the big old house my father had lived in when he was a kid.  Fred went to Lew Wallace for our 8th Grade and half of our 9th Grade.  After his 8th grade (1951/52) his father died (July 16, 1952) He spent a semester (Sept 1952 to Feb 1953) as a freshman in Gary before Louise & children moved back to Indianapolis Feb 1953 to 709 East 73rd Street.  Fred didn't have a Travis or whizzer while in Gary. When they came back Louise bought the house at 709 E. 73rd St. (Just East of College Avenue.)
Travis (Fred) spring, 1953 to late 1953 or early 1954
Travis   2-stroke motorbike (with the stone roller that rolled on the front tire to transmit the power).  Later I stuffed brillo pads into the muffler.  A husband on College Avenue requested it for his wife, 'cause it had been so buzzy going by all the time from 73rd St to 86xx th St.
